RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY
Important! Read this Release and Waiver of Liability Agreement (“Release”) carefully. It is intended to be legally binding in both the written and electronic form. You may want to consult an attorney to obtain advice about this document. By signing this Release, you are indicating your express acceptance of the terms of this Release:

This Release and Waiver of Liability (the “Release”) is executed and made effective this the ______ day of ________________________, 20______ by _________________________________________ (hereinafter the “Volunteer”) and hereby releases Cleaning for a Reason, a Texas non-profit corporation and each of its directors, officers, agents, employees, partners, contractors, successors, and assigns (hereinafter collectively the “Nonprofit”). 
The Volunteer desires to provide cleaning services for the Nonprofit.  Volunteer acknowledges and understands that the scope of Volunteer’s relationship with the Nonprofit is limited to a volunteer position and that Volunteer is not an employee or independent contractor of Nonprofit, and therefore no compensation is expected in return for services rendered by the Volunteer, and that Nonprofit will not provide any benefits associated with employment to Volunteer including but not limited to heath or medical insurance coverage or disability benefits. 
1.
Release and Waiver. In consideration of the opportunity to volunteer time and services to Nonprofit, which Volunteer acknowledges as being sufficient legal consideration to support this Release, Volunteer hereby forever releases, discharges, and agrees to hold harmless Nonprofit and its directors, officers, agents, employees, partners, contractors, successors, and assigns from any and all liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature, either in law or in equity, which arise or may arise in the future from the services provided to Nonprofit. Volunteer understands and acknowledges that this Release discharges Nonprofit from any liability or claim that Volunteer may have against Nonprofit with respect to bodily injury, personal injury, illness, death, or property damage that may result from the services Volunteer provides to Nonprofit while rendering volunteer services. 
2.
Covenant Not to Sue. Volunteer covenants not to sue and agrees not to initiate, or be a party to, any lawsuit, claim, demand, prosecution or action of law for any damages, relief, or compensation, which Volunteer may have by reason of injury, death, damage, or loss of any kind whatsoever relating to the actions or inactions of Nonprofit in connection with Volunteer’s service to Nonprofit.
3.
Insurance. Volunteer understands and acknowledges that Nonprofit does not assume any responsibility or obligation to provide Volunteer with financial or other assistance, including but not limited to medical, health, or disability benefits or insurance of any nature in the event of Volunteer’s injury, illness, death, or damage to the property of Volunteer. Volunteer expressly waives any such claim for compensation or liability against Nonprofit for medical, health, or disability benefits or insurance of any nature. Volunteer acknowledges and agrees that he or she is responsible for his or her own insurance coverage and disability benefits in the event of injury, death, illness, or property damage as a result of Volunteer’s services to the Nonprofit.  
4.
Medical Treatment. Volunteer hereby forever releases, discharges, and agrees to hold harmless Nonprofit and its directors, officers, agents, employees, partners, contractors, successors, and assigns from any liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature, either in law or in equity, which arise or may arise in the future on account of any first-aid treatment or other medical services rendered in connection with Volunteer’s tenure as a volunteer with Nonprofit. 

5.
Assumption of Risk. Volunteer understands and acknowledges that the volunteer services provided to Nonprofit may be hazardous and may involve working with cleaning chemicals and devices which if improperly used may cause injury, illness, death, or property damage. Volunteer hereby expressly assumes all risk of injury, illness, death, or property damage resulting from the volunteer services Volunteer provides to Nonprofit. 

6.
Choice of Law and Venue. This Release shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas. In the event of litigation pertaining to this Release or the services rendered by Volunteer, the exclusive forum, venue and place of jurisdiction shall be in Tarrant County, Texas. Volunteer voluntarily submits himself or herself to the personal jurisdiction of the state and federal courts of Texas and otherwise waives any objections to any state or federal court in Texas exercising personal jurisdiction over the Volunteer. 

7.
No Modification. The provisions contained in this Release may not be modified, except through a written modification which must be signed by an authorized agent of the Nonprofit and the Volunteer. This Release represents the entire understanding between Volunteer and Nonprofit hereto and may not be contradicted by evidence of prior, contemporaneous, or subsequent oral agreements or representations of the parties to this Release. The Volunteer is not relying on any verbal representations made by the Nonprofit or anyone else in respect to the services rendered for Nonprofit. 
8.
Severability. If any provision of this Release shall be held unenforceable or void, then such provision shall be severable from the remaining provisions and shall in no way affect the enforceability of the remaining provisions or the validity of this document.  

9.
Miscellaneous. The Volunteer agrees that this Release shall be interpreted to provide as broad and liberal protection as possible in favor of the Nonprofit. The Volunteer has had a sufficient amount of time to read this Release in its entirety prior to rendering volunteer services for the Nonprofit and further acknowledges that he or she fully understands every word contained in this Release and purpose and intent of this Release. A duplicate, photocopy, or facsimile image of this Release shall have the same legal effect as the original Release and in the event that the original Release is lost, destroyed, or misplaced, a duplicate, photocopy, or facsimile image of this Release shall be substituted for the Original Release. 

THE VOLUNTEER HEREBY WAIVES THE RIGHT, WHICH HE OR SHE MAY HAVE, TO A TRIAL BY JURY WITH RESPECT TO ANY LITIGATION ARISING FROM OR RELATING TO, EITHER DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY, THIS RELEASE OR THE SERVICES RENDERED BY VOLUNTEER FOR NONPROFIT. BY SIGNING BELOW, VOLUNTEER ACKNOWLEDGES THAT HE OR SHE HAS READ ALL PARTS OF THIS AGREEMENT IN ITS ENTIRETY AND FULLY UNDERSTANDS THE MEANING AND PURPOSE OF THIS AGREEMENT.
